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STATUS OF PAYMENTS

‘The initil plan for paying Reimbursement Requests (RRs) was to distibute the
amount avaiable for claims evenly between four quarters of Fiscal Year (FY)
200972010 The Fund was also going to take a percentage of the quarterly
revenue retums and allocate t between the Priorty Classes. However, the Fund
heard the recommendations of the Task Force that more money is nesded by the
claimants now and is adjusting their plan.

‘The Fund is now frontioading the amount available for claims to the first two
quarters of FY 2009/2010. Being that the funds are being frontioaded, the last
two quarters will be severely diminished in the amount available for caims.

The Fund will be paying out more than 14% of the July 2009 quarterly revenue to
Prioriy Class “C" claimants to help get more money to the one's most affected.

The quarterly revenue available for claims is projected to $46 million for each of
the first two quarters.

‘The Fund is continuallylooking to decrease the processing times of RRs.
However, other extenuating Gircumstances have increased these times (i.,
furloughs, no overtime, etc.).
